SOCIAL WORK BURSARY GENERAL INFORMATION FOR 2010 APPLICANTS
The social work bursary was introduced by the Department of Health as an incentive to train in social work.

The course at North East Worcestershire College is a General Social Care Council approved college-based undergraduate course and charges what are known as variable tuition fees.  
· To be awarded the bursary you have to meet certain residency and other eligibility criteria.

· You must apply to your Local Education Authority even if you choose not to take out a student loan.  This is because they will carry out a residency eligibility assessment and confirm your entitlement to support by giving you a financial notification letter.  

· The bursary is non-income assessed which means that earnings, savings and other sources of income are not taken into consideration.  Financial awards are dependant on individual circumstances.
